1'd visited Calgary the previous November
and was impressed by the migrant potential of Inglewood Bird Sanctuary, Carburn
Park, etc., and decided to visit one of these-- namely Inglewood. When | arrived
around 8 AM, there were some birders gathering for a field trip in the lot. | waved to
them but decided to continue on. it was a fairly chilly morning, and for the first haif
hour or 50, the birding was somewhat slow. Then, towards the sanctuary's southem
end, | came across a group of birds. There were some Baltimore Orioles and

Tennessee Warblers, both of which | don't get to see in Washington, so | was pretty

happy. It was this kind of stuff that really had urged me to go out that morning. | was
pishing at the flock, when a bright yellow bird popped into the open no more than 20
feet away. | raised my bins, looked, and thought, "Oh, a Blue-winged Warbler, how
nice -- wait, I'm not in Florida or Chicago, I'm in Calgary. Holy Cow! This has got to be
rare here." | shot my bins up again and studied the bird much more intently.

The bird in question was roughly the size of a Tennessee Warbler. 1t had bright
yellow underparts, excepting white undertail coverts. The wings were a dull blue-gray
with bright white wingbars., The back, nape, and cap were moderately bright green
with a yellowish tinge. The forehead was bright yellow, like the underparts. Through
the eye, there was a blackish line. This line included the lores and extended just
behind the eye. The eye and bill were dark and may well have been black. The bill
was thin and shori, typical of most warblers. The rump and tail color/pattern were not
noted. Leg color was not noted.
